The estimated amount of doctorate recipients with one or more disabilities is 14.2 percent,
according to a survey from National Science Foundation.

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Additional Evidence Needed

Information currently collected about PhD scientists with one or more disabilities lacks identification of barriers to their success as
part of a productive, well-trained biomedical research workforce.
